CHANGES TO REPORTING
FAQS

What are the changes?

Teachers will be providing regular, up-to-date feedback on each students’ learning as well as
their next steps in learning via Sentral’s Parent Portal. This enables you, as a parent, to
better support your child’s next steps in learning by interpreting the feedback provided by
teachers and providing support at home.

What growth should I expect to see from my child/ren?

Every 7 weeks, teachers will be providing feedback on students’ achievements and next
steps in their learning. Because of the small timeframe and frequency of these updates, it
will be common to see small growth in learning areas, as these skills can take various
amounts of time to master.

When do the changes to Student Reports start?

The first Continuous Reporting cycle will be completed by the end of Week 8, Friday 23
March. From that time onwards, updated progression of each student’s learning will be
available through the Continuum Tracker on Sentral’s Parent Portal every 7 weeks or sooner.

Do we still receive semester reports?

Yes, semester reports will still be made available at the end of each semester. Continuous
Reporting is not designed to replace the end of semester reports, but rather to complement
them by building a more detailed and comprehensive picture for parents over time.
